The trade between India and Germany has recorded a 14.6 per 

cent growth in 2007 to reach Euro 12.07 billion. The value of trade 

between the two countries stood at Euro10.54 billion in 2006. 

Export to Germany for 2007 grew 13.1 per cent to Euro 4.72 billion, 

while imports from Germany stood at Euro 7.34 billion during the 

period, a 15.5 per cent rise over the same period of last fiscal. 

Indian SMEs have geared up their technologies and production 

capacities and are keen to provide a sourcing hub to their  

German counterparts. An increasing number of Indian SMEs  

are showing keenness for strategic tie-ups with German firms 

for technology transfer as well as joint ventures to set up  

manufacturing facilities in India. Increased demand for German machinery
The demand for German machinery continues unabated with 

imports amounting to nearly Euro 2.8 billion, accounting for 

nearly 37.7% of total imports from Germany, with a growth  

of 11.3%.
